


Dr. Mary E. Norton is Associate Dean and Professor of Global Academic Initiatives, Felician College, Lodi, New Jersey. She received an MA, Ed.M. and doctor of education from Columbia University, New York and completed a year post doctoral study in Bioethics and the Medical Humanities, College of Physicians and Surgeons Columbia University, New York. 

Dr. Norton is the recipient of five Fulbright Awards and several USAID grants. She has developed baccalaureate and graduate nursing programs in Iran, Pakistan and Jordan. Currently, she serves as a consultant in the development of the PhD Program at the University of Jordan, Amman, Jordan. She has served as an educational consultant in Pakistan, and Jordan, and an international external examiner in Oman. In China, with the Project HOPE collaborative program with Ministry of Health, and Beijing Medical University, she taught and coordinated programs in Beijing and Xian. In Thailand, she worked in the Cambodian refugee camps in collaboration with Cornell University Medical School, the International Rescue Committee and the UN High Commission for Refugees. She has served as a consultant to WHO/Pan American Health Organization in the area of the Caribbean. Her funded, published, research was done on risk factors for breast cancer among Jordanian women. Other published research, done in Pakistan, and Jordan, was on patient autonomy. The tools have been translated into Urdu and Arabic. As a field researcher, with the National Institute of Health in collaboration with Harvard Medical School, New York University Medical School, studied the causes of drug overdoses in New York City Bellevue Hospital.
Most recently, she received the Felician College President's Medallion for her work in the developing world, the Humanitarian Award from the American Council on Diversity, and the New Jersey State Nurses Association highest award "Excellence in Nursing Education." She is listed in several Who ’s Who, and is a member of Sigma Theta Tau International Honor Society. In addition, she is president of the Board of Overseers Queen of Peace High School, and member the Advisory Board of Fairleigh Dickinson University – Robert Wood Johnson Scholars Program. Dr. Norton is Chairperson for the 63rd United Nations Annual DPI/NGO Conference to be held in Melbourne, Australia August 30 – September 1, 2010.
Dr. Norton secured Non Governmental Organization (NGO) status for Felician College. She serves as the college official representative to the United Nations Department of Public Information (DPI)/Non Governmental Organizations, as well as the International Council of Nurses representative to the United Nations Economic and Social Council. At Felician College she developed a three credit course titled “UN Fellowship Program.” In 2009, she was elected by the NGO community, and DPI/NGO Executive Committee, Chair of the 63rd Annual DPI/NGO Conference, previously served as an officer on the NGO/DPI Executive Committee, a member of the planning committee for the Annual Conference of NGOs for several years, and as co-chair of the Midday Workshop, and Youth Committees. Other UN activities include presented papers on utilization of technology in building international learning communities, climate change, and development of successful development programs in education and healthcare through partnerships, and a video she produced while on a Fulbright Grant, on human security and dignity in the Middle East. 
In conclusion, Dr. Norton has been a healthcare provider, teacher, researcher, program developer, consultant and administrator.
